Structure and 
Content 
 

The PSAT contains five sections.  The two 25-minute critical reading sections and two 
25-minute math sections contain the same question types as the SAT Reasoning Test.  
These sections test vocabulary, reading comprehension, and math problem-solving.  

 
The Writing Skills 
Section 
 
 
 

The 30-minute writing skills section consists of grammar multiple choice questions.  
This section measures the ability to recognize and correct errors in usage and structure.  
PSAT writing skills questions are in multiple choice format, and are the same type of 
questions found on the SAT Reasoning Test. An essay is NOT required on the PSAT. 

 

Scoring and the 
National Merit 
Selection Index 
 
 

The math, critical reading, and writing sections of the PSAT are scored separately, with 
each score ranging between 20 (lowest) and 80 (highest).  The Selection Index used by 
the National Merit Scholarship Corporation is the sum of these three scores.  For 
example, a student who scores 60 in math, 52 in critical reading, and 48 in writing 
would receive a National Merit Selection Index of 60 + 52 + 48 = 160. 

 
Test Dates 
 
 

The PSAT is only given on either a Wednesday or a Saturday in the middle of October.  
High schools have specific PSAT test dates.

THE NATIONAL MERIT SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 
 
1. REFERRAL of HIGH SCORERS TO COLLEGES 

From the 1.3 million 11th graders who take the PSAT/NMSQT® and enter the Merit Program each year, 
about 50,000 will be offered an opportunity to be referred by the National Merit Scholarship 
Corporation (NMSC) to two colleges or universities of their choice.  Eligible participants offered this 
service will be those who attain the highest Selection Index scores, the math score plus the critical 
reading score plus the writing score (M+CR+W).  In September, NMSC will contact these students 
through their high schools.  Information about each student who responds to NMSC will be sent to the 
two institutions named.  The purpose of this referral service is to encourage college admission and 
financial aid officers to contact these academically talented program participants about educational 
opportunities that may be available to them. 

 
2. COMMENDED STUDENTS 

In late September, more than two-thirds or about 34,000 of the approximately 50,000 high scorers on 
the PSAT/NMSQT will receive Letters of Commendation in recognition of their outstanding academic 
promise, but they will not continue in the competition for Merit Scholarship® awards. Some of these 
students, however, will be candidates for Special Scholarships sponsored by corporations and 
businesses. 

 
3. SEMIFINALISTS 

In early September, about 16,000 students, or approximately one-third of the 50,000 high scorers, will 
be notified that they have qualified as Semifinalists. To ensure that academically able young people 
from all parts of the United States are included in this talent pool, Semifinalists are designated on a 
state representational basis. NMSC will provide scholarship application materials to Semifinalists 
through their high schools. To be considered for a Merit Scholarship® award, Semifinalists must 
advance to Finalist standing in the competition by meeting high academic standards and all other 
requirements explained in the materials provided to each Semifinalist. 

 
4. FINALISTS 

To qualify as a finalist, a semifinalist must meet all requirements for participation in the competition.  
They must: 

 
1. be enrolled full time in the last year of high school and be planning to enter college the following 

fall (or be enrolled in the first year of college, if grades 9 through 12 were completed in three years 
or less). 

2. have a record of consistently high academic performance in all grades 9 through 12 (and in any 
college course work taken). 

3. be fully endorsed and recommended for a Merit Scholarship award by the high school principal. 
4. submit the NMSC scholarship application, giving academic, biographical, extracurricular, and other 

information requested. 
5. take the SAT Reasoning Test between the October date of the junior year and December date of the 

senior year and earn scores that confirm the PSAT/NMSQT performance that resulted in 
semifinalist standing.  

6. provide all documentation that NMSC requests. 
 

In February, some 15,000 Semifinalists will be notified by mail at their home addresses that they have 
advanced to Finalist standing. High school principals will be notified and provided with a certificate to 
present to each Finalist. 

 
 



5. WINNERS 
Approximately 50% of finalists are awarded National Merit Scholarship.  Notification occurs between 
March and Mid- June of their senior year.  NMSC offers approximately 8,200 Merit Scholarship 
awards each year, and a student can receive up to one monetary award.  The awards include National 
Merit $2500 Scholarships for which every finalist competes, and corporate-sponsored and college-
sponsored Merit Scholarship awards designated for finalists who meet preferential criteria of the 
sponsor organization supporting them.   
 
1. National Merit $2500 Scholarships 
2500 single payment awards are offered each year.  All finalists are considered for these scholarships 
that are awarded on a state representational basis.  The number of winners in a state is determined by 
following the representational procedure used to designate semifinalists, and every finalist competes 
with all of the others in a particular state.  A committee of experienced college admission officers and 
high school counselors convened for this purpose selects winners of the one-time National Merit $2500 
Scholarships.  The committee members select winners based on: academic record (course load and 
difficulty level, depth and breadth of subjects studied, and grades earned), scores on both the 
PSAT/NMSQT and SAT Reasoning Test, significant activities & contributions to the school and 
community, the student’s self-description of interests and goals, and the principal’s written 
recommendation and characterization of the finalist. 
 
2. Corporate-sponsored Merit Scholarships 
About 1,100 finalists are awarded Corporate-sponsored Merit Scholarships each year.  These awards 
are given to students who meet the NMSC eligibility requirements and preferential criteria specified by 
the corporate sponsors of their awards.  Most corporate-sponsored awards are designated for children 
of the grantor organization’s employees or members.  Some, however, are offered to residents of a 
community where a business has operations, and other awards are offered to students with career plans 
that the sponsor wishes to encourage.  Finalists who meet a sponsor’s preferential criteria are identified 
from information that students supply to NMSC on their scholarship applications.  NMSC’s 
professional staff chooses winners from the pool of eligible finalists. 
 
Some corporate-sponsored scholarships are nonrenewable awards that provide a single payment; 
however, most can be renewed for up to four years of college undergraduate study.  Renewable awards 
provide either a fixed yearly stipend that is the same for every recipient, or an annual stipend that is 
individually determined and takes into account college costs and family financial circumstances.  Each 
sponsor chooses the type and monetary limits of scholarships it finances.  Generally, renewable 
scholarship stipends range from $500 to $2,000 per year; a sizable number of corporate-sponsored 
scholarships have a larger yearly minimum, and a few have maximum stipends as high as $10,000 per 
year.  Nonrenewable awards usually provide a single payment of $2,000, but can be more. 
 
3. College-sponsored Merit Scholarships 
Each year, about 4600 awards are provided for finalists who plan to attend a higher education 
institution that is a program sponsor (a list of participating colleges appears in the PSAT/NMSQT 
Student Bulletin).  A college-sponsored Merit Scholarship award is renewable for up to four years of 
study at the sponsor institution and cannot be transferred; it is canceled if a winner does not attend the 
sponsor college.  Please note that the University of California schools are no longer sponsoring 
National Merit Scholarship awards. 
 
Officials of each sponsor institution choose recipients of its awards from among finalists who have 
applied for admission and informed NMSC that the college is their first choice.  College officials also 
determine each winner’s stipend within a range of $500 to $2,000 per year.

How the Essay is Read and Scored 
 

The score for the SAT Writing Section comprises two sub-scores: a score of 2-12 for the 
essay and one of 20-80 for the multiple-choice portion. These are combined and converted to 
a 200-800 scale. The essay score accounts for approximately 30 percent of the Writing  
score. 
 
The essay will be scored on a scale of 1 (low) to 6 (high) by two readers. The two readers’ 
scores will be added together to make the sub-score. (If their scores differ by more than one 
point, a third reader will review the essay.)  The readers will be high school and college 
English teachers who undergo a lengthy training process to ensure a high degree of 
consistency in their scoring.  They will be trained in the principles of holistic scoring and 
expected to read approximately 35-40 essays per hour. This translates to well under two 
minutes per essay. Holistic scoring relies not on careful analysis, but on garnering an overall 
impression of the essay. 
 
What the College Board Readers Consider 
 

• Facility with language. Evaluating facility with language includes noticing sentence 
structure and variety, vocabulary, diction, and grammar.  

  
• Substantiality of development. Evaluating substantiality of development includes 

noticing organization and amount/effectiveness of support.   
 

• Complexity of thought. Evaluating complexity of thought includes noticing the 
insightfulness, clarity, and depth of the essay’s ideas.   

 
What The College Board Readers Ignore 
 

• Handwriting. 
 
• Spelling, unless errors are frequent enough to hinder the ability to read the essay. 
 
• “Production errors,” as in “It may true” instead of “It may be true”. 
 
• Length (although a very short paper rarely develops its points adequately). 
 
• Type of support chosen:  a literary example is not inherently more effective than a 

personal example. 
 
• Whether or not the paper has a conclusion. (While an effective one can add to the 

overall impression, a developed paper that has no formal conclusion is not penalized). 
 
The College Board puts out a complete scoring rubric to help guide their essay readers.
This rubric is not meant to be used as a checklist or even referred to during the actual reading  
process.  It is simply an articulation of what essays in various score categories tend to do.

Q & A for parents of students with disabilities 
 
Parents of students with learning disabilities should meet with their school counselors 
before students prepare for any standardized test. 
 
Q: After I have met with my school counselor to get specific advice, how can Ivy West 
help? 
 
Ivy West conducts a thorough consultation with each family before any lessons take 
place. We utilize the information you give us about study habits, experiences with 
previous tutors, and relative comfort with math and verbal skills to design a program that 
is customized to your student’s unique learning style.  
 
We know that one of the most important elements of that program is having the right 
tutors. All Ivy West instructors undergo a rigorous screening and training process to 
ensure that we have the best tutors. Based on our consultation with you, we select from 
this elite group a math specialist and a verbal specialist who have the ideal background, 
ability, and demeanor to work with your student.  
 
We train our tutors to be responsive to your student’s learning style. The information 
provided by parents, and the advice of an educational therapist will always be heeded, but 
in many cases an individual student is the best expert on how to cope with his or her 
specific learning disability. How frequently should a student take breaks during lessons? 
How much time should a student use to take a practice test? Questions like these are 
answered as the tutors and student work together throughout the program. The instructors 
evaluate your student’s performance on homework and full-length practice tests, and they 
create a personalized strategy for taking the test. 
 
All students face the same test questions on a standardized test like the SAT. Ivy West 
tutors help students to build skills like eliminating wrong answer choices accurately, 
marking up the test booklet effectively, and memorizing essential vocabulary words - 
skills that help students answer the questions with confidence, achieve their best possible 
scores, and prepare to succeed in college.  
 
Q:  What types of special services are available for students with disabilities? 
 
A:  The most common type of accommodation given to students taking standardized tests 
is extra time, but there are many other forms of nonstandard testing. A student confined 
to a wheelchair might request an easily accessible room for testing. A student whose fine 
motor skills are impaired might be allowed to use a computer keyboard instead of writing 
his essay by hand. A student with severe dyslexia might have someone read the questions 
to her during the exam.  Although most standardized tests are administered several times 
during the school year, special accommodations are not always offered each time a test is 
given. 
 
 



Q:  Who is eligible for special accommodations on standardized tests? 
 
A:  A student is eligible for special accommodations upon meeting two requirements.  
First, reasonable documentation of the student’s disability must be provided.  Second, the 
student must currently be receiving the same accommodations in school for instruction 
and assessment.  If these two criteria are met, special accommodations will typically be 
approved. A student with a documented disability who does not receive special 
accommodations in school may still apply for nonstandard testing. A panel of qualified 
professionals will review the student’s application and may grant an exception to the 
accommodations requirement. 
 
The SAT and the ACT are offered with a wide variety of nonstandard testing plans. In 
most cases, students must have an Individualized Education Plan (IEP), or a 504 Plan 
(named for a section of the Americans with Disabilities Act), through which they actively 
receive accommodations on tests given at their school. 
 
SAT & AP TESTS: The criteria for “reasonable documentation of a learning disability” 
are provided by the College Board on their website www.collegeboard.com, and via 
phone at (609) 771-7137. 
 
ACT: Details of the documentation required by the ACT is available online at 
www.act.org/aap/disab/policy.html and via phone at (319) 337-1332. 
 
Q: What can I do to request special accommodations on a test? 
 
A: If you have a student with a disability, you should look to your school counselor to 
assist you at every stage of the college admissions’ process.  Many counselors have 
already obtained special accommodations for other students with disabilities, so they 
know exactly what steps to take and how to guide you. Additionally, there will almost 
always be paperwork that needs to be submitted directly from your counselor to the ACT 
or College Board for accommodations. 
 
Q: Will admissions offices know that my student has received special accommodations? 
 
A: When students send SAT Reasoning, SAT Subject Test, or AP Test scores to 
college admissions offices, the scores will not be flagged. The admissions officers will 
not receive any indication that these tests were taken with special accommodations. The 
College Board adopted this policy in 2003. 
 
The ACT Assessment Score Reports do not include any specific information about a 
student’s disability, accommodation, or time allowed. However, the Score Report will be 
marked “Arranged” if a student makes arrangements to take the exam on a date that is not 
one of the national testing dates. The ACT adopted this policy in 2003.  
 
When students apply to private high schools or junior high schools, they usually take 
their entrance exams (ISEE, SSAT, HSPT) at the school to which they are applying. The 
officials at these schools will administer the tests and monitor the testing conditions. 



 
Q: Will extra time on the test mean that my student gets a higher score? 
 
A: No; giving a student extra time to take an exam does not guarantee that he or she will 
get a higher score. The SAT Reasoning Test, for example consists of 3 hours and 45 
minutes of actual testing time when administered under standard conditions, and a 
student with 50% extended time can be in the testing room for well over 5 hours. That is 
enough time for anyone to get tired and make mistakes. Most students can maximize their 
SAT scores by managing their time and energy levels, and leaving a few of the hardest 
questions blank. The harder questions are deliberately written to trick students into 
picking “trap door” answers, and points are deducted for every wrong answer in the 
multiple choice sections. Besides, students cannot guess the meaning of an exceptionally 
difficult vocabulary word whether they stare at it for 5 minutes or 5 seconds. 
 
Whether or not they formally prepare for a standardized test, students benefit from taking 
practice tests under timed conditions closely matching those of the actual exam.  
 
Q: How can I get a practice test? 
 
A: Ivy West provides most practice tests free of charge, and our directors are available to 
analyze the results once the test is taken. Official copies of most standardized tests (SAT, 
ACT, SSAT) are available online, in bookstores, and in your school counseling office. 
Some entrance exams, like the ISEE and HSPT, are not available to the public, but 
sample questions and some preparation materials produced by the test writers are 
available online.

SAT Services for Students with Disabilities* 
 
Many students and their families have questions about the SAT:  How should I study for the test?  
When should I register?  Where can I get more information?  Students without disabilities can 
readily find answers to all of these questions in the Registration Bulletin for the SAT Program.  
Students with physical or learning disabilities, however, who may require special testing 
accommodations, have to look elsewhere for the appropriate information.  We would like to give 
students with special needs a head start by providing answers to the following questions. 
 
Q:  What types of special services are 
available for students with disabilities taking 
the SAT Reasoning or SAT Subject Tests? 
 
A:  There are a variety of special services 
available through the two non-standard 
testing plans.  Center Testing is available to 
students with documented learning 
disabilities who normally receive up to 50 
percent extended time for school based tests 
and can use a regular-type or large-type test 
book.  This plan permits 50 percent 
additional testing time but no other special 
testing arrangements or accommodations.  
Students taking the SAT under the Center 
Testing plan will take the test on the 
scheduled national test date at a test center.  
School Testing offers an array of special 
testing arrangements to students with 
documented hearing, learning, physical 
and/or visual disabilities.  School Testing 
permits accommodations appropriate to the 
student’s disabilities, including special test 
formats (large type, Braille, cassette), large-
block answer sheets, aids (reader, recorder, 
sign-language interpreter, or magnifying 
device), and extended testing time (typically 
more than 50 percent extended time).  School 
Testing is conducted at the student’s high 
school at a time arranged by the student and 
counselor, within a nine-day period after a 
scheduled national test date. 
 

Q:  Who is eligible to take a Center Testing 
or School Testing administration of the SAT? 
 
A:  A student is eligible for special 
accommodations upon meeting two 
requirements.  First, reasonable 
documentation of the student’s disability 
must be provided.  Second, the student must 
currently be receiving the same 
accommodations in school for instruction 
and assessment.  If these two criteria are met, 
Center Testing or School Testing will be 
approved.  A student with a documented 
disability who does not receive special 
accommodations in school may still apply 
for Center Testing or School Testing.  A 
panel of qualified professionals will review 
the student’s application and may grant an 
exception to the accommodations 
requirement. 
 
Q:  What constitutes reasonable 
documentation of a disability? 
 
A:  The SAT Program will accept either a 
current Individualized Education Program 
(IEP), a 504 Plan, or a currently active 
evaluation by a qualified professional, which 
meets specific guidelines for documentation 
outlined in the SAT Services for Students 
with Disabilities registration pamphlet.  The 
IEP, 504 plan, or other documentation 
should be retained in the student’s school 
file.  
 
 
 
 



Q:  When and where are Center Testing and 
School Testing administrations of the SAT 
offered? 
 
A:  Under the Center Testing plan, students 
with disabilities take the SAT Reasoning 
Test on any of the seven national test dates 
throughout the year at any of the regular test 
sites listed in the registration bulletin.  
Through School Testing, students with 
disabilities may take the SAT Reasoning 
Test during any of seven nine-day testing 
periods. These testing periods typically begin 
with the scheduled national SAT test date. 
There are three such periods in the fall 
(generally during October, November and 
December), one in the winter (generally 
January or February) and three in the spring 
(generally during March, May and June). 
School Testing is administered at the 
student’s high school (or other ETS-
approved site) at a time pre-arranged with a 
school administrator. 
 
Q:  Who should I approach at my high 
school to prepare my request for Center or 
School Testing? 
 
A:  Your high school should designate a 
school official as coordinator of services for 
students with disabilities.  The coordinator 
will certify that students are currently 
receiving the same accommodations for 
assessment in school that they will be 
receiving on SAT Program tests, and certify 
that the school has on file current 
documentation of students’ eligibility to 
receive special testing services.  You should 
ask your guidance counselor or learning 
specialist to identify the coordinator at your 
school; it may be the director of guidance, an 
assistant principal, or another school 
administrator.         

Q:  What special testing services are 
available for the SAT Subject Tests? 
 
A:  Students with disabilities can also 
qualify to take their SAT Subject Tests 
through the same Center Testing and School 
Testing plans that are available for the SAT 
Reasoning.  Eligibility requirements are the 
same as previously outlined.  Students 
registered for Center Testing will take all 
their subject tests at the center; students 
registered for School Testing will take all of 
their subject tests at their school. Under 
Center Testing, a student is permitted 30 
minutes extended testing time for each 
subject (90 minutes total testing time for 
each subject). 
 
Q:  How can I get more information on 
these special testing services? 
 
A:  There are a couple of important 
resources that you can access.  Your high 
school counselor can be invaluable in 
helping you through all stages of the college 
admissions’ process.  Many counselors have 
already obtained special accommodations for 
other students with disabilities, so they know 
exactly what steps to take and how to guide 
you.  Additionally, you can call the College 
Board’s SAT Services for Students with 
Disabilities at (609) 771-7137 for more 
information.

SSAT (Secondary School Admission Test) 
Special Testing Accommodations Information 
2007-2008 National Test Program*** 
 
Eligibility 
 
A student with a school-documented disability may apply for special testing 
accommodations for a national SSAT administration. Special accommodations are not 
available for temporary disabilities, such as a broken arm. 
 
Students requesting only extra testing time, if it is routinely permitted in their current 
academic setting, may apply for a standard 30-minute extension to the end of the test. 
 
Students with other requirements may also apply for special testing accommodations. 
With SSAT approval and evaluator verification, additional accommodations may include: 
 
• Permission to mark answers directly in test booklet 
• Large print test booklet and materials 
• Use of laptop computer with spelling aid (for writing sample only) 
• Additional testing time (50 minutes) for completing each section.  Standard testing time 

is 30 minutes per section. 
 
Requests for Extra Time Only 
 
Deadline for Application: 
• Application form must be received by SSAT two weeks before test date (late 
registration deadline). 
 
Test Sites: 
• Extra time available at all scheduled national test sites. 
 
Required Documentation: 
• Special Testing Application (A), signed by an official at the student’s current school, 
which verifies that the student is routinely permitted additional time for testing at the 
school. 
 
Approved students will be provided an additional 30-minute period at the end of the test, 
during which time they may work on any of the four multiple-choice sections of the test 
(writing sample excluded). Students must remain in the test room for the full 30-minute 
test period. Total testing time: 3 hours, 5 minutes (plus breaks). 
 
Students granted this accommodation may be tested in the main testing area, or in a 
separate group, at the discretion of the administrator. Separate or individual testing is not 
guaranteed or implied. 
 



Requests for Other Accommodations 
 
Deadline for Application: 
• All documentation must be received by SSAT three weeks before test date (regular 
registration deadline). 
 
Test Sites: 
• Limited availability. 
• Approved students are tested together in a classroom separate from the main testing 
group. 
 
Required Documentation: 
• Special Testing Application (B), signed by an official at the student’s current school, 
verifying that the student is routinely permitted the requested accommodations at the 
school. 
 
• A copy of the school’s IEP, IDEA or 504 Plan (or equivalent) that qualifies the student 
for the accommodations requested.  
 
Documentation Note: 
A student who has been identified with specific learning disabilities and is routinely 
receiving specialized services or programs at his/her current school should have an IEP 
(Individualized Education Program) in place and on file with that school. The IEP 
generally states goals and objectives for the student and specific accommodations would 
appear as tools towards helping the student achieve those goals. A copy of that IEP is 
required as part of the Special Testing Application. It is not necessary to submit the entire 
IEP. SSAT requires the signature page and pages which specifically reference the 
accommodations requested. 
 
Alternatively, you may submit a copy of a report/directive from the student's official 
school record indicating the accommodations to be routinely provided in their current 
curriculum. Letters and reports from non-school-affiliated evaluators, such as 
psychologists, are not valid. 
 
Application Instructions 
 
1. Select an eligible test site. A list of test centers available for special testing may be 
found at under "Website Index: "Testing Locations." 
 
2. Have an official at your current school complete one of the two Special 
Accommodations Applications and provide the required documentation. 
 
3. Submit the following documents to SSAT: 
-- SSAT Registration Number (if you have already registered for the test) 
-- SSAT Special Testing Application, signed by an authorized administrator  
-- Required documentation (IEP or 504 plan), as described on the application form 
(Application B only) 



 
These materials must be submitted together to SSAT; please do not send separately. 
 
4. If you were previously approved for special testing and are registering for an additional 
test, you must still submit an application form by the deadline, but you do not need to 
resend the supporting documentation. Please indicate the date of your earlier test on the 
application form. 
 
• Applications for extra time only must be received at SSAT at least two weeks prior to 
the test date. 
• Applications and proper documentation for accommodations other than extra time must 
be received at SSAT at least three weeks prior to the test date. 
 
• Late or incomplete forms will be returned and may delay testing. 
• Submit application materials as early as possible; not all requests may be approved for 
the date/site requested. 
• SSAT reserves the right to reschedule special testing to an alternate date or site.
